Jan 5 A notification received from DHQ today shows the Christmas Carolling effort  of the 

Division. Highest amount was from Canterbury with $2,359.28,   $9.28 ahead of 
Camberwell with $2,350. Next best total was Box Hill with $1,687.44. Unofficially our 
Corps obtained $2,428 and therefore headed the Division (23 Dec 73). 

 
18 With profound shock throughout the Territory, and indeed  Australia, it was learned today 

that Colonel & Mrs Ron Smith were suddenly Promoted To Glory early this morning as a 
result of shooting. This double murder, of a gracious couple endeared to all, is almost 
unbelievable and more so to those to whom these officers were personally known. A man 
has been apprehended for the murder. Colonel & Mrs Smith were stalwart soldiers of 
Camberwell Corps and were consistent with words of testimony. Their tragic passing will 
leave a void in the hearts of many (Colonel & Mrs Smith were the officers of Moonah 
Corps, Tas, when the writer (CS Frank Martin) first joined The Salvation Army in 1940. 
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16 The marriage of Lieut. Barry Steer (formerly a bandsman and Cadet of Camberwell) and 
Lieut. Helen McFeeters was solemnised by Brig Garnet Clee in Camberwell Citadel. 

 
 

 
23 An overflowing crowd of approx 1500 this morning attended the funeral of Colonel & Mrs 

Ron Smith in the Melbourne City Temple. The service was conducted by Commissioner 
Warren. Traffic came to a halt as the funeral procession, with police escort, moved to 
Springvale Cemetary. All major traffic intersections were controlled by police throughout 
the 15 mile route.
